MINUTES OF MEETING OF JULY 26, 2007

SEQUOIA RESTAURANT 12:00 P.M.

I. President’s Opening.

A. Rachel Wilson, President of the Association, called the meeting to order. She announced that future meetings would be held on the fourth Thursday of every other month.  The next meeting is scheduled for September 27th.  Because of the Thanksgiving holiday, the November meeting will be held on November 29th. 

B. Rachel Wilson also announced that the Association donated $500 to St. Theresa’s Catholic Church for their aid of the victims of the Angora Fire.  The Church sent a thank you letter to the Association.

C. The Association is giving a plaque to Judge Keller at his retirement dinner on July 27th.

D. Ms. Wilson also announced that the Association would begin accepting applications for Associate Members of the Association, which would include Paralegals and law students.  The fee for Associate Members will be $ 10, and the Associate Members will be non-voting members.

E. Ms Wilson invited attendees to fill out a questionnaire to make suggestions as to potential speakers, places to hold meetings, and any other suggestions for the good of the Association.

II. Treasurers Report.

Treasurer Steven Bailey reported on the financial situation of the Association.  He reported that since the re-organization of the Association in February, $5276.61 has been collected from all events.  $ 400 in additional funds is awaiting deposit.  The Association has expended $3332.62. The balance in the Treasury as of June 30th is $2635.49; not including the $400 previously mentioned awaiting deposit.

So far in July, $200 has been collected with outstanding monies owed by the Association of $ 724.63 to Arnold Awards and $500 outstanding to St. Theresa for Angora Fire relief aid.

III. Committee Update

Vice President Jim Cunningham reported on the Committees being formed by the Association.  He announced that the Community Involvement Committee was assuming a wide variety of assignments and for the present would be the focal point for Committee involvement.  

Carrie Ehlers, Chair of the Community Involvement Committee, reported on its progress.  She, along with Brad Clark (or is it Bruce?), reported that the committee is composed of several excited members and that the committee would be focusing on such disparate items as Teen and Mock Court programs, scholarships, celebrity bar tending, Angora Fire cleanup, out reach and other fundraising and community involvement events.  The next committee meeting is scheduled for August 22nd after work, and volunteers are invited to attend.

IV. The Association Web Page

John Bailey reported on the Web Page being developed.  He demonstrated a beta version of the site, and pointed out some features, including member information, agendas and minutes from Association meetings, calendars and committee reports, as well as advertisements by members and classified ads.  The proposed prices for these services are being developed but it is anticipated that help wanted ads would be free, although possible time limited.

V. Family Law Update

El Dorado County Superior Court Facilitator Jane Burton reported on some changes in the Family Law services available at the Court for pro pers.  Although the Facilitator has been limited to child support issues, the Administrative Office of the Courts is funding a Family Law Information Center which will help pro pers on other family law matters.  

Ms. Burton also solicited a list of attorneys willing be have cases referred to them by the Family Law Information Center.

VI. Introduction of Court Executive Officer

Ms. Tania Ugrin-Capobianco, the new Court Executive Officer, introduced herself and wants to have input from the Association and its members as to how the Courts can better serve the attorneys and the public.

VII. Steven Bailey provided information on ethics issues for MCLE education 

credits.
